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Categories

1	 New build apartments
Any size new block in any location. Something that 
looks good on the outside and fits its surroundings but 
also offers good internal living spaces. The schemes 
will also be judged on long-term management plans 
for the building.

2 	 New build family houses
The major section of the market and the one that is 
changing most swiftly. The judges will be looking for 
innovative design, value for money and flexibility. The 
schemes will also be judged on whether the location 
serves the needs of the family.

 
3 	 Mixed use/regeneration

A scheme that may have both of the above plus other 
elements such as commercial or office space or the 
provision of facilities that are helping to regenerate the 
whole area.

4	 Refurbishment/conservation
Where the scheme brings back into use an existing 
building.

5	 Environmental/sustainable
A development where the highest standards of 
sustainability have been considered in every aspect 
from site clearance to design and construction to 
long-term impact and running costs.

6	 Affordable starter home
A scheme that has been designed specifically to help 
people get onto the property ladder, demonstrating 
great value for money as well as good design.

7	 Individual property
A one-off property that has the ‘wow’ factor 
regardless of size and cost.

8 	 Residential developer of the year 
For the developer who puts the emphasis on good 
design, build quality, meeting a need and long-term 
sustainability.
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Conditions of entry

The MEN Residential Property Awards are open to all 
house builders and developers, large and small, as well as 
housing associations. Entries from individual self-builders, 
architects, or owners of one-off commissioned properties 
are encouraged to enter the Individual Property 
category.

Entries must be received at the MEN offices at 1 Scott 
Place, Manchester. M60 3RN by close of business on 
Friday, July 11th 2008 for the attention of Kate Fielder.

All developments must be within the MEN circulation 
area. (see map on final page)

The property entered must have been completed or be 
due for completion between 30th June 2007 and 30th 
June 2008. On larger schemes at least the first phase or a 
significant part of the development should be completed 
by the final date.

Developers may enter more than one category but the 
judges reserve the right to move submissions from one 
category to another after consultation with the entrants.

The independent  panel of  judges will consider all entries 
before drawing up a short list of schemes in each of 
the eight categories. The short listed schemes will then 
be visited during September. Please be aware that the 
judging team will need access to shortlisted properties. 
All shortlisted schemes will be profiled within the MEN 
Homes section.

The winners will be announced at an Awards Dinner at 
the Hilton Hotel Manchester on Thursday October 23rd. 
All finalists will be given a table at the dinner. Extra tables 
can be purchased.

The winners will receive a glass trophy and extensive 
coverage in MEN Homes and on Channel M’s 
Homesearch programme.
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How to enter

You have to be in it to win it and we have tried to make the 
paperwork easy to encourage as wide an entry as possible.

To get past the first stage you should include as much 
detailed information as possible about the development 
and why it should win that particular category.

One scribbled note on a page of A4 (it happened last 
year) is not enough to convince the judges to take a 
first hand look, no matter how good the scheme.

1. 	All entries must be accompanied by a completed official 
entry form.

2. 	Clearly state which property type/house style is being 
submitted for which category.

3. 	If the same development or property is entered in different 
categories there needs to be a completely separate entry 
with a different written submission relating to that category.

4. 	Include site plans, internal floor plans and internal and 
external photographs wherever possible. Please ensure 
these are clearly labelled.

5. 	Room sizes and total floor areas together with prices should 
also be included.

6. 	Please be aware that any photographs submitted may be 
used in the MEN Homes section if the scheme is shortlisted.

7. 	Please also include a separate disc of the developer’s logo.

8. 	In all categories, entries should include a written 
submission giving details of the scheme and why it is 
worthy of winning that particular Award.

9. 	In Category 8 entries should include details about 
the ethos of the company, a list and description 
accompanied by photography, of the developments 
already completed and details about their targets and 
ambition for the future.

10.	Please ensure you include contact details of the person 
responsible for submitting the entry.
